Dear Customer,

Thank you for purchasing this Hendi appliance. Before using the appliance for the first time, please read
this manual carefully, paying particular attention to the safety regulations outlined below.

Safety regulations

* This appliance Is intended for commercial use only and must not be used for household
use.

* The appliance must only be used for the purpose for which it was intended and designed.
The manufacturer is not liable for any damage caused by incorrect operation and
improper use.

* Keep the appliance and electrical plug away from water and any other liquids. In the
event that the appliance should fall into water, immediately remove plug from the socket
and do not use until the appliance has been checked by a certified technician. Failure to
follow these instructions could cause a risk to lives.

* Never attempt to open the casing of the appliance yourself.

* Do not insert any objects in the casing of the appliance.

¢ Do not touch the plug with wet or damp hands.

¢ Danger of electric shock! Do not attempt to repair the appliance yourself. In case of
malfunctions, repairs are to be conducted by qualified personnel only.

* Never use a damaged appliance! Disconnect the appliance from the electrical outlet and
contact the retailer if it is damaged.

¢ Warning! Do not immerse the electrical parts of the appliance in water or other liquids.
Never hold the appliance under running water.

* Regularly check the power plug and cord for any damage. If the power plug or power cord
Is damaged, it must be replaced by a service agent or similarly qualified persons in order
to avoid danger or injury.

* Make sure the cord does not come in contact with sharp or hot objects and keep it away
from open fire. To pull the plug out of the socket, always pull on the plug and not on the
cord.

* Ensure that the cord (or extension cord) is positioned so that it will not cause a trip hazard.

o Always keep an eye on the appliance when in use.

¢ Warning! As long as the plug is in the socket the appliance is connected to the power source.

o Turn off the appliance before pulling the plug out of the socket.

o Never carry the appliance by the cord.

* Do not use any extra devices that are not supplied along with the appliance.

* Only connect the appliance to an electrical outlet with the voltage and frequency
mentioned on the appliance label.

o Connect the power plug to an easily accessible electrical outlet so that in case of
emergency the appliance can be unplugged immediately. To completely switch off the
appliance pull the power plug out of the electrical outlet.

o Always turn the appliance off before disconnecting the plug.
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* Never use accessories other than those recommended by the manufacturer. Failure to do
so could pose a safety risk to the user and could damage the appliance. Only use original
parts and accessories.

* This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge.

o This appliance must not be used by children under any circumstances.

* Keep the appliance and its cord out of reach of children.

¢ Always disconnect the appliance from the mains if it is left unattended or is not in use,
and before assembly, disassembly or cleaning.

o Never leave the appliance unattended during use.

Special Safety Regulations

* This appliance is intended only for heating water & mulled wine in commercial use. Not
suitable for use with milk or chocolate milk and other liquids. Any other use may lead to
damage of the appliance or personal injury.

* Do not use the appliance for cooking food products, storing and heating flammable, dan-
gerous or Ignitable fluids, substances, etc.

» Use the appliance only as described in this manual.

* This appliance should be operated and maintained by trained personnel in kitchen of the
restaurant, canteens or bar staff, etc. It can be used by other persons in a location where
Its use Is overseen, for example in dining rooms in restaurants or hotels.

m ¢ This appliance is suitable for an ambient temperature from 15°C ~ 30°C.

* /\ Caution! Hot surface! The temperature of the accessible surface is very high during
use. Touch only the handles, switch & temperature dial.

* Do not place the appliance on a heating object (gasoline, electric, charcoal cooker, etc.]
Keep the appliance away from any hot surfaces and open flames. Always operate and
place the appliance on a horizontal, stable, clean, heat-resistant and dry surface.

* Do not place the appliance at the edge of the counter or table side to avoid accidents.
Also to ensure the surface where the appliance is placed on is capable of supporting the
overall weight of the appliance with liquid.

* Do not overfill the appliance beyond the MAX level indicator. Qverfilling may result in
splashing and burns. Check and monitor the water level regularly to avoid dry boiling.
Never to operate the appliance without liquid in the container.

* Do not use the appliance near explosive or flammable materials, credit cards, magnetic
discs or radios.

* This appliance is not intended to be operated by means of an external timer or separate
remote-control system.

» WARNING: Never remove or open the lid while the appliance is operating. The steam may
come out and cause burns.

¢ Allow at least 20 cm spacing around the appliance for ventilation purpose during use.

* Do not use a water Jet, flush directly with water or steam cleaner as the parts will get wet
and electric shock might be resulted.
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o Caution! Securely route the power cord if necessary in order to prevent unintentional
pulling or contact with the heating surface.

* Do not attempt to move the appliance when it is full of hot or cold water as it is heavy.

* Do not clean or store the appliance unless it is completely cooled down.

This appliance is classified as protection class | current. This appliance is equipped with a cord
appliance and must be connected to a protective  having a grounding wire with a grounding plug.

1. RESET indicator (Red) 9. Lid cover handle

2. Heating indicator (Orange) 10. Lid cover

3. Drain tap 11. Container

4. Lever 12. ON/OFF switch (Green)

5. Liquid level indicator 13. Temperature dial

6. Lift up handle (On both sides) 14. RESET button (at the bottom)

7. Handle locking tab (On both sides) 15. Drip tray (For item 211168, 211175 only)
8. Steam vent (On both sides)

Remark: The content of this manual applies for all listed items unless specified otherwise. The outlook and
appearance may vary from the shown illustrations.



Preparations before first use

e Remove all protective packaging and wrapping.

e Check to make sure the appliance is undamaged.
In case of incomplete delivery and damages, DO
NOT use the appliance. Please contact supplier
(See ==> Warranty).

e Clean the appliance before use (See ==> Cleaning
and Maintenance).

e Make sure the appliance is completely dry.

e Place the appliance on a horizontal, stable and
heat resist surface that is safe against water
splashes.

e Ensure that there is sufficient ventilation. Keep
a minimum distance of 20 cm around the appli-
ance.

Note: Due to manufacturing process, the appliance
may emit a slight odor and smoke in the first
few cycles. This is normal and does not indi-
cate any defect or hazard. Discard the water
from the first few cycles to remove any resi-
dues from the manufacturing process.

Operation
Functions of main parts

Part Function

ON/OFF switch

- Switch the appliance ON or OFF.
- Green light illuminates when ON.
Note: The green indicator is not light up when the dry boiling protection is activated.

Temperature dial

100°C.

- Switch the heating function on or off and set the temperature from approx. 30°C ~

Heating indicator (2] Heating indicator

- Light up in orange to show the heating function is activated.

RESET indicator (1) Reset indicator

- Light up in red to show the dry boiling protection function is activated.

Filling the appliance

e Make sure the tap is closed.

¢ Do not fill the appliance beyond the MAX marking
on the inner wall of the container. It is recom-
mended not to operate the appliance if the liquid
level that displayed in the liquid level indicator is
too low.

¢ Do not store the liquid for long period of time.

Switch ON/OFF the appliance

e Plug into a suitable electrical outlet.

e Switch ON the appliance by pressing the switch to
the “I" position. Green light will on.

e Then, select the temperature by turning the
“Temperature dial” [Range: 30°C ~ 100°C (MAX]].

e HEATING indicator will light on in orange.
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e Always close the lid after filling and fasten it by
turning “clockwise” to lock into place.

Note: The heating indicator will be light on and off
automatically to indicate the heating function
is performed after a temperature is selected
in order to maintain the set temperature.



After use

e Turn the “Temperature dial” to point downwards.

e Switch OFF the appliance by pressing the switch
to the "0” position & unplug it.

Dispensing

e Place a suitable cup as close as possible under
the tap.

e Push down the lever on the tap to dispense the
desired amount of liquid.

Note: Always turn the “Temperature dial” to point
downwards and press the ON/OFF switch to
the 0" position before unplug it.

e Pull back the lever after finishing the dispensing.

RESET the Hi-limiter (Dry-boiling protection)
Please note that there is a RESET button located at
the bottom of the appliance (marked RESET label).
This acts as dry-boiling protection for the appli-
ance and RESET indicator will light on in red.

e Switch OFF the appliance and unplug it.

e Allow the appliance to cool down completely.
e Discard the liquid if any.

e Press the RESET button.

e The appliance is ready for use again.

Cleaning and Maintenance

Attention: Always unplug the appliance from the electrical power outlet and let it cool down completely before

cleaning & storage.

Cleaning

¢ Clean the appliance before and after each use.

e Never immerse the appliance in water or other
liquids.

e Do not clean the appliance with a water jet.

e Flush the tap and the liquid level indicator thor-
oughly.

¢ Clean the surface with a slightly damp cloth or
sponge with some mild soap solution.

Descaling

e Hard water may cause some deposits to form in-
side the container and cause possibly damage to
the appliance.

e Thus, descale the appliance regularly. The des-
caling intervals depend on water hardness and
frequency of use. Use only commercially availa-
ble descaling agents and follow the instructions
of the manufacturer.

Storage

¢ Before storage, always make sure the appliance
has already been disconnected from the electri-
cal outlet and cooled down completely.

¢ All washed parts should be rinsed with clean wa-
ter to remove the cleaning residues.

e Never use abrasive sponges or detergents, steel
wool or metallic utensils to clean the interior or
exterior parts of the appliance.

- Fill the container with water and appropriate
amount of descaling agent up to MAX level.
- Start boiling the solution.
- After boiling, dispose of the solution of water
and descaling agent properly.
e Rinse the container and boil twice to remove any
residues.

e Store the appliance in a cool, clean and dry place.
