INSTRUCTIONS FOR INSTALLATION AND USAGE

Advantage in the choice of model of electric water heater model FLAT.

The design of the water heater is extraordinary and has a purpose to make the room, where it
will be installed, more beautiful.

The quality of the elements which are built in is a guarantee for a long term usage of the water
heater.

The twenty-year experience in production of water heaters is a one more reason to believe in
the quality of our product that we offer, and we will prove this by its impeccable exploitation.

The water heater is produced by most modern machines and according to the most advanced
methods, and this guarantees lower spending of energy in a period of 24 hours. This is achieved
by use of isolation with PUR foam which is homogenous and very thick. The thickness of the
isolation guarantees minimal loss of warmth, after the water is being heated in the boiler.

There is a built- in digital display on which you can put the desired mode for heating, which
also guarantees minimal spending of energy. It is regulated in minimal spans of five degrees.

The memory of the set cycle of heating is optimized by this cycle of use.

The strength of the electric heater, also guarantees a small loss of electric energy in the pro-
cess of heating the water, and by this, a minimal appearance of limestone. At the same time, the
heating resistance of the electric heater is minimal.

The durability of the boiler is increased, it is made of material which is very thick and it is
protected by enamel which guarantees long durability if the exploitation is moderate.

MG anode is built- in which guarantees the protection of the enamel, and by this the durability
of the whole product is increased.

This water heater has been manufactured in compliance with the relevant standarts and tested
by the relevant authorities as indicated by the Safety Certificate and the Electromagnetic Com-
patibility Certificate.The technical characteristics of the product are listed on the label affixed be-
tween the inlet and outlet pipes. The installation must be carried out by qualified staff.

All repairs and maintenance work within the water heater, e.g lime removal or inspection/re-
placement of the protective anticorrosion anode, must be carried out by the authorised mainte-
nance service provider.

The water heater shall be built-in as close as possible to the outlets.When installing the

water heater in a room with bathtub or shower, take into account requirements defined in

IEC Standart 60364-7-701 (VDE 0100, Part 701).1t has to be fitted to the wall using

appropriate rag bolts with minimum diameter of 10 mm. The wall with feeble charging ability

must be on the spot where the water heater shall be hanged suitably reinforced.
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CONNECTION TO THE WATER SUPPLY

The water heater connections for the in-flowing and out-flowing water are colour-coded.

The connection for the supply of the cold water is coloured blue, while the hot water outlet is
coloured red.

The water heater may be connected to the water supply in two ways. The closed-circuit pressure
system enables several points of use, while the open-circuit (Fig. 1) gravity system enables a
single point of use only. The mixer tabs must also be purchased in accordance with the selected
installation mode.

The open-circuit gravity system requires the installation of a non-return valve in order to prevent
the water from draining out of the tank in the event of the water supply running dry or being shut
down. This installation mode requires the use of an instantaneous mixer tap.

As the heating of water expands its volume, this causes the tap to drip. The dripping cannot be
stopped by tightening it further; on the contrary, the tightening can only damage the tap. The
closed-circuit (Fig. 2) pressure system requires the use of pressure mixer taps. For safety reasons
the upply pipe must be fitted with a return safety valve or alternatively, a valve of safety class that
prevents the pressure in the tank from exceeding the nominal pressure by more than 0.1 MPa.
The outlet pening on the relief valve must be equipped with an outlet for atmospheric pressure.
The heating of the water in the heater causes the pressure in the tank to increase to the level set
by the safety valve. As the water cannot return to the water supply system, this can result in the
dripping from the outlet of the safety valve. The drip can be piped to the drain by installing a
catching unit just below the safety valve.

The drain installed below the safety valve
outlet must be piped down vertically and located in the environment that is free from the onset of
freezing conditions. In case the existing plumbing does not enable you to pipe the dripping water
from the return safety valve into the drain, you can avoid the dripping by installing a 3-litre expan-
sion tank on the inlet water pipe of the boiler.

In order to provide correct operation of the relief valve, periodical inspection of the relief valve
must be carried out by the user. Between the water heater and return safety valve no closing
valve may be built-in because with it the function of return safety valve would be impeded. The
water heater may be connected to the water network in the house without reduction valve if the
pressure in the network is lower than 0.6 MPa (6 bar). If the pressure exceeds 0.6 MPa (6 bar), a
reduction valve must be installed. Prior to the electric connection the water heater must obligatory
be filed with water. By first filling the tap for the hot water upon the mixing tap must be opened.
When the heater is filled with water, the water starts to run through the outlet pipe of the mixing
tap.
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CONNECTION TO THE POWER GRID

1. The electric heater is supplied with connected electric cable which should be connected to
a fixed electric grid, according to the color of the wires. L - Phase conductor; color-black;
N - zero condictor; color-blue; conductor for grounding color yellow-green.

2. The connection of the water heater to the power grid must be done in accordance with the
standards for electric installations. Between the water heater and the permanent installa-
tion there must be built in a switch which will enable the distance of the contacts in the two
poles at an open position to be higher or equal to 3 mm. This is in accordance with the
national regulations for installing. This is a modern type of water heater with a thermostat
which enables you a comfortable use of the product. The thermostat consists of a regula-
tory and a protective thermostat.

3. On the control panel, there is a display and you can manually set parameters for working,
and the protective thermostat has a function to protect the whole product from overheating.
The same has a possibility for resetting, if the protection is activated. The handling and
setting of the thermostat can be learned only if you read the instructions in detail and if you
act according to the description given in it.

5. POSSIBILITIES OF THE DEVICE

5.1. By pressing button (SW1), (OFF/ON) which serves for turning on and turning off, a tone will
be heard and the LCD display will be activated. By turning on the display, you will see all he
functions which are described in “CONTROL PANEL” on it.

5.2. The button (SW2)(MENU) serves for moving through the display so that you can change
the needed parameters such as: temperature of the water in the water heater, the hour, time at
the beginning and at the end of the water heating, choice of heating with one or two heaters,
choice of a mode.

5.3. The button (SW3), (SETTINGS) serves for change of the parameters such as: Temperature
of the water in the heater for water, hour, time of beginning and end of heating, choice of heating
with one or two heaters, choice of type of heating.
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Example: In order to put the desired temperature at 60°C, it is needed, by pressing the button
(SW2), to come to the place of the display where the temperature is shown and which is marked
by No.1 on the “CONTROL PANEL". Then by pressing the button (SW3), you can change the
temperature which is in an interval (30-75°C), by step of 5°C. In order to choose whether we will
heat the water in the heater by heater 1 or heater 2, or by a combination of heater 1 and 2, it is
needed, with the button (SW2), to arrive to the part of the display where the two heaters are
marked. Then, with the button (SW3) we make a choice of a heater. By the same procedure, he
clock is set, as well as the time for postponed heating of the water and its end.

5.4. The button (SW4) (HEATERS) serves for turning on and turning off the heaters 1 and 2. If
the heater for the water is in a mode for postponed heating of the water, then by pressing the
button (SW4) it will change into a mode for heating the water at the desired temperature which
we have set before. The same can be changed during the heating.

- Each pressing of a button is followed by a tone.

6. MISTAKES:

If the following mistakes appear at the display, the system will stop working.

6.1 If a mistake E1 appears on the display, it means that the sonda (sensor) is interrupted.- Call
the service agency to determine the reason for the mistake.

6.2 If a mistake E2 appears on the display, it means that the water in the system is 280 °C. —The
maximum temperature is being reached.

6.3 If a mistake E3 appears on the display, it means that there is no water in the water heater.-
Call the service agency to check why the water heater is left without water.

6.4 If a mistake E4 appears on the display, it means that electric power higher than 22mA flows
through the protective conductor. — Call the service agency to determine where is the problem.
When the heater shall not be used during a longer time, it must be disconnected from the electric
network. At any risk for freezing of water in the water heater, the water must be emptied from it.
Water is discharged from the heater via the inlet pipe. To this purpose, a special fitting (t-fitting)
shall be mounted between the relief valve and the heater inlet pipe, or a discharge tap. Before
discharge, make sure the heater is disconnected from the power supply, open the hot water on
the connected mixer tap. After discharging through the inlet pipe, there is still some water left in
water heater. The remaining water will be discharged after removing the heating flange, through
the heating flange opening. The external parts of the water heater may be cleaned with a mild
detergent solution. Do not use solvents and abrasives. Regular preventive maintenance inspec-
tion and sure faultless performance and long live of your heater. The lime coating and sediment
on the walls of the tank and on the heating element is a product of quality, quantity and tempera-
ture of the water flowing through the water heater. The maintenance service provider shall also
issue a condition report and recommend the approximate date of the next inspection. Never try
to repair any possible faults of the water heater by yourself, but inform about it the nearest au-
thorised service workshop.
